Visit the Gothic Igreja de
Sao Francisco, hailed for its lavish gold-plated
Baroque interior, and the Neoclassical Paldcio
da Bolsa, where the swirling arabesques and
ornate stained glass of the gilded Arabian Hall
were inspired by the Alhambra in Granada.
